Dear colleagues,

We invite you to take part in the 8th All-Russian Scientific and Practical Conference with International Participation “Fundamental aspects of compensatory and adaptive processes” (2, ul. Timakova, Soviet district, Novosibirsk).


The following symposia will be held within the conference: 


1. Biological, medical and ecological aspects of compensatory and adaptive processes 
The main points of agenda:
- typical organism reactions to biological and non-biological environmental factors in adaptive and compensatory processes;
- mechanisms of homeostatic reactions under normal and pathological conditions; 
- central and peripheral mechanisms of endocrine regulation of compensatory and adaptive processes; experimental and clinical aspects;
- the role of immune system in regulation of compensatory and adaptive processes; experimental and clinical aspects; 
- intersystem and interorganic interactions in compensatory and adaptive processes; 
- rearrangement of human homeostatic systems in stress: biochemical and molecular aspects;
- the role of ecological factors (natural, social, anthropogenic) in compensatory and adaptive reactions and their results; 
            - technologies, means and techniques to optimize compensatory and adaptive processes including the methods of targeted gene activity regulation; engineering of strains that produce proteins regulating immune system and hematopoiesis.



2. Molecular and cell mechanisms of inflammation and its outcomes 
The main points of agenda:
- acute and chronic inflammation, the problems of pathogenesis (effector cells, inflammatory mediators, hemic system);
- etiology, pathogenesis and molecular and cellular mechanisms of granulomatous inflammation; correction strategies;
- cytomorphological and biochemical aspects of destruction, necrosis and apoptosis in inflammations of different genesis; physiological and reparative regeneration.
- immune reactions in inflammation sites;
- microcirculation in inflammation;
- molecular, cellular and systemic mechanisms of adaptive reactions to viral and bacterial infections; strategies and means of correction.



The following events will be held during the conference:

Youth symposium “Systemic, molecular and cellular mechanisms of adaptation and compensation in infectious and noninfectious pathological processes” with a YOUNG SCIENTIST CONTEST for students, postgraduates and researchers under 35 with or without Candidate of Sciences degree. To take part in the contest, young researchers should submit their abstracts on the topic of symposia (please, see above) and a registration card to the Organizing Committee. In the registration card, young researchers should write about contest participation and the date of birth; contest conditions are to be announced in due course;


Participations formats:
· presentation (oral or poster);
· abstract publication;
· exhibition of modern means and technologies to assess and correct compensatory and adaptive processes.


Abstract submission requirements
Abstracts should contain information relevant to adaptive and compensatory processes. 
Abstracts should be electronically submitted in Russian (for international participants - in English) via E-mail: labend@centercem.ru
Electronic documents should be named using the surname of the first author and the city (Example: Макаров_Новосибирск). If there are some abstracts from the same first author, an ordinal number should be indicated (Макаров_Новосибирск_1). Texts should be sent in Microsoft Word 6.0 or 7.0 format and not extend the 1-page volume (single line spacing, Times New Roman 12 pt, all margins are 2.5 cm). Abstract text arrangement: the title of the abstract is in capital letters, next line - surnames and initials of the authors, next line – organization, city, country (center alignment), blank line, the body (justified alignment, hyphenation). The first line indent is 1 cm. It is recommended to cite only in text (Example: П.Н.Иванов и др., 1978). No tables, figures, microphotographs and references are allowed. The registration card of participant (please, see below) should be sent as a separate file along with the abstract. The file should be named as follows: Макаров_Новосибирск_РК.
    

Registration fee:
600 rubles – for in person participation including abstract publication in conference proceedings (ISBN, full-text version will be published on the FRC FTM website and in scientific electronic library eLIBRARY.ru); 300 rubles – for absentia participation (abstract publication only); 6000 – for oral presentation with an advertising content.


Hard copies of the conference proceedings will be sold during the conference.
